WARNING!

« Ignite lighter away from face and clothing.

- Be sure the flame is out after use.

- May contain flammable gas under pressure.

« Never expose to heat above 120°F (49° C)
or to prolonged sunlight.

« Never leave a lighter on the dashboard, or near
the rear window shelf of any vehicle.

« Never puncture or put in fire.
« Do not use to light cigarettes, cigars or pipes.

« Under no circumstances should the user tamper
with the lighter or attempt to adjust other than
by using the controls provided.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

IGNITING THE LIGHTER

1. Simultaneously depress
the ignition (Fi6. 2 a) and
child resistance buttons
(Fi6. 2b) to ignite the
lighter. You may release
the child resistance button
after ignition. (FiG. 1)

2. Due to its length, the
Ambiance may require

more than one ignition

strike to produce a flame.

3. Allow the flame port
to cool after use.

a —IGNITION BUTTON
b —CHILD RESISTANT BUTTON
C —REFILL /ADJUSTMENT VALVE

«Use caution, as the flame may not be visible
in bright light.

- Best combustion occurs 1/2” to 3/4” above
the flame port.

«To avoid heat build-up, do not use in any situation
that would require a continuous flame for more
than 10 seconds.

«Never touch the wand near the flame port with
fingers or any object. This end of the lighter may
reach high temperatures and will burn.

EXTINGUISHING THE FLAME

1. Releasing the ignition button (Fi6. 2 a) will stop
the fuel flow and extinguish the flame.

2. The flame will extinguish upon release of the
ignition button. (Fi6. 2 a)

REFILLING THE
FUEL TANK

CAUTION: BUTANE SPRAY
BACK MAY OCCUR ON SOME
LIGHTERS WHEN FULL.

1. Unscrew the finial on
the end of the lighter to
reveal the refill/adjust-
ment valve. (FiG. 3)

2. Hold lighter with flame
port facing down. (FiG. 4)
Put the butane can's
metal nozzle directly
onto the refill valve and
press down twice for
4-5 seconds.

3. To ensure the tank is full:
a. Hold lighter with flame port facing down.
b. Depress the refill valve with a small screw
driver (Fi6. 7). If liquid butane is expelled from
the valve, stop immediately. The tank is full.
(For safety purposes, lighter fuel tanks can not
be filled to 100% capacity.)

4. Warm the lighter in your hand for at least
30 seconds, then wait an additional two minutes
before attempting to ignite the lighter.

5. Screw on the finial to cover the refill /adjustment
valve. Replace cap back on the can of butane.
